Registration  & Financials
Registration opens in early October; Deposits begin, Friday

Course/Program fee: $2497, double hotel-room occupancy [full academic program, 

business meetings, tours, factory/NGO visits, welcome dinner and farewell dinner; all 
transfers, local transport, regional airfare in SEA; guides, hotels, all breakfasts, some 
lunches, some dinners, culture shows, passes to archaeological parks, etc…]*

$750 deposit no later than one week before registration

$700 scholarship for first 8 deposits/registrants => $1797 course fee

$600 scholarship for deposits/registrants 9-12 => $1897 course fee

$500 scholarship for deposits/registrants 13-15 => $1997 course fee

Transpacific airfare is not included in the Course/Program fee.

Tuition for 3 QSB credits is not included by Course/Program fee
